ABOUT THE CONSERVATORY OF FLAMENCO ARTS

The Conservatory of Flamenco Arts is the school of the
National Institute of Flamenco. The National Institute of
Flamenco, founded in 1982, is an arts-based non-profit
organization which exists to preserve and promote flamen-
co's artistry, history, and culture by presenting outstanding,
excellent flamenco and by educating audiences in this art
form while emphasizing the positive influence of art on
family and community.

The Conservatory of Flamenco Arts (CFA), established in
1999, offers year-round, community based and pre-pro-
fessional dance and music training Albuquerque’s historic
Sawmill District. CFA is a world-renowned flamenco school
that offers a curriculum of pre-professional training and com-
munity enrichment in an inclusive, nurturing environment.
CFA's diverse, professional faculty provides comprehensive
and progressive instruction. CFA teaching faculty consists of
accomplished and master resident teachers as well as invited
guest artists. CFA also includes pre-professional student
performance companies for young dancers ages 8-18.

TRACKS OF ENGAGEMENT

The Conservatory of Flamenco Arts offers instruction in
three tracks: Community Classes, the Training Program, and
the Music Program. Dancers in Community Classes may be
beginners or may have many years of study and immersion in
the art of flamenco. Community Classes offer a focused plan
of study for individuals who seek to learn more about the art.

Dancers in the Training Program may be professional or
aspiring professional performers and choreographers. The
Training Program incorporates a comprehensive curriculum,
designed to develop well-rounded dancers. With the disci-
pline, confidence, and skill cultivated through CFA's Training
Program, students are equipped to pursue professional
careers and/or dance in higher education.

Musicians in the Music Program may be beginners or may
have experience studying music in general or flamenco
music in particular. The Music Program is designed to provide
rigorous instruction and a strong foundation for future study
and performance in flamenco music.

The CFA tracks break down into four programs for students
of different levels, ages, and interests: Children's Founda-
tions, Flamenco Experience, Flamenco Training Program, and
Music Program.
